Q. | have noticed in many bishops’ signa-
tures that a “+” appears in front of their name.
Does this have a specific meaning, and is this
reserved just for bishops? Ethan A

A. Yes, this is reserved to bishops. Cardinals
and popes, of course, are also bishops, so they
do it, too. It is first of all a reminder of the cross
that the bishop takes up in his office. And they
have a big cross, the bishops. We must pray for
them. The “+” is also just a nice, handy abbrevia-
tion.

Q. Why do we wear our ashes from Ash
Wednesday into public and have the parishes
name on random act of kindness cards? |
thought we weren’t supposed to be boastful
about our faith. Anonymous

A. This is true, we should not be boastful and
we should be humble always. Jesus tells us in
Matthew 6 to pray, fast and give alms in secret.
We should do that. However, Jesus also tells us
in Matthew 5:16: “Let your light shine before
others, so that they may see your good works
and give glory to your Father in Heaven.” We
should be proud to be Catholic. It is good to wear
scapulars and crucifixes, ashes on Ash Wednes-
day, St. Joe clothing apparel, etc. Itis good to be
a walking billboard for Jesus, to wear him
confidently.
