Dear Parishioners, 
 

We read in the Gospel this weekend that people 
did not pay attention to Noah and may have even 
made fun of him for building an Ark on dry land. 
Some of you may not agree with what I am writing 
about in this column this week because I am con-
cerned about the environment and global warm-
ing.  It doesn’t seem like many are concerned. 
Pope Francis is telling us that we need to be con-
cerned about Mother Earth.  Now is an acceptable 
time to wake up to how our actions harm the     
environment. 
 
One small thing that we could do is use glass 
plates and cups instead of Styrofoam cups or 
plates.  I have tried in small ways before, by ask-
ing people to bring their own table ware for our 
picnic, but that mostly failed because people 
brought their own Styrofoam plates to trash.  The 
Youth Group used glass plates and washed them 
at the pancake breakfast.  They provided paper 
coffee cups.  So, we had a small amount of trash 
for the landfill.  These actions may cause some 
inconvenience, but it might make us more con-
scious of how our actions contribute to global 
warming.  May I suggest that during this Advent 
and Christmas time we become more aware of 
how much we can reuse and recycle out of consid-
eration of Mother Earth.

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News for Both Parishes 

How to Make a Good Confession 

1. Walk in, kneel down and say, “Bless me Father 
for I have sinned.  My last confession was ___  
ago.  I accuse myself of these sins…” 

2. Name your sins.  Number and kind.  No details 
are needed, but you should name your sin and 
how many times you did it.  Don’t be too vague 
about it.  Example:   Don’t just confess “anger” 
or “lust” or “greed.”  What exactly do you mean 
by that?  What did you do?  Be clear.  If it’s 
hard to say, you need to say it.  

3. Father will offer some brief counsel and assign 
a penance to be done after you leave the    
confessional. 

4. Recite your Act of Contrition.  Copies are avail-
able in the confessional. 

5. Listen to the words of absolution! 
6. All things considered, a confession shouldn’t 

last more than three minutes.
